10U Orange Ball:  Play will be on a 60’ quickstart lined tennis 
court, using the Orange Ball with a racket that may not exceed 
25 inches. For all 10 & under competition the format will be 
best of three short sets (first to 4 games; 7 point tiebreaker at 
4 games all) with a 10 point match tiebreak for the third set.   
 
12U Green Ball Division:  Play will be with the green ball on a 
full court. Play will be two sets with a match tiebreak for the 
third. The points for ranking associated with 12 & under green 
ball events and all 10 & under orange ball events will be the 
same.  
 
12U Yellow Ball Division:  Play will be with the traditional 
yellow ball on a full court.
